She grew up in Winnipeg and studied 
French at the Universities of Winnipeg and Ottawa. She has been Editor-in-

Chief of Canadian Dictionaries at Oxford University Press since 1991 and 

has overseen the production of 11 dictionaries.  
 

She received the Canadian Booksellers Associations Editor of the Year 

Award in 1999 and the University of Winnipeg Distinguished Alumni 
Award in 2000. Six Words You Never Knew Had Something to do with Pigs 

was on the Maclean's bestseller list for 14 weeks in 2006.  In March 2007, 

her book Only in Canada You Say, A Treasury of Canadian Language, was 

published. Her interests outside lexicography are ballet, traveling, choral 
singing, gardening, and cooking.

World-recognized J.J. Rousseau Scholar, 

author and critic all her professional life, and 

well loved professor of French Literature and 
Art History at Marianopolis college for thirty-

four years, she inspired her students to aspire to 

their goals; she loved them all.

The Canadian Federation of University Women (CFUW) is the national 
body of participating Women’s University Clubs of Canada. The 

International Federation of University Women (IFUW) is the global body of 

national federations of university women worldwide.  The IFUW represents 
us with a seat at the United Nations.  You can learn much about these two 

federations by visiting their websites: cfuw.org and ifuw.org.  

CFUW is recognized as a leading women’s organization by politicians, 

other non-governmental organizations and media.  As such, the CFUW 
submits letters to government officials, attends meetings and gives support 

to advocacy groups, is a signatory to documents, meets with other women’s 

groups and receives responses from all its undertakings.  Participation of 
clubs such as UWCM and individuals nationwide is important to CFUW.  

CFUW’s theme for the next triennial is Visible Voice: Education, Women’s 

Equality and Human Rights.   
As CFUW Liaison, my responsibilities on the UWCM board are to keep our 

club informed about the workings, programs, actions and events of the 

CFUW.  My aim is to heighten our awareness of CFUW for all UWCM 

women.  Additionally, I convene the Resolutions Committee.  The 
Resolutions Committee studies an issue that might lead to a CFUW 

Resolution and also considers those resolutions sent from other CFUW 

clubs who have studied an issue and created a resolution that may be 
considered for ratification as CFUW policy at an AGM.  Our Resolutions 

Committee, in reporting to the UWCM Board, gives our president our input 

on resolutions sent to us for consideration.   
Our first meeting will be October 27, at 19h00 in the Coach House.  We will 

begin our year by learning together how clubs such as ours can participate in 

creating resolutions that are presented for ratification as policy of CFUW.  

Our first step will be to study a document that was available at this year’s 
AGM:  Anatomy of a Resolution, A Chronology of Events in the 

Implementation of Home Care Resolution that was prepared by the CFUW
